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DISMISSAL PROCEDURES

Our dismissal procedures will be different than they were in the
spring. Students will be lined up in grade level lines in the grass
outside the office. To ensure proper distancing, parents will be
asked to wait on the opposite side of the walkway. If you are driving
to pick up your child, please be sure you are parked legally.

We will not allow students to load cars that are double parked,
stopped in the middle of the street, or otherwise parked illegally.
Your child's safety is our main concern. Please use the crosswalk at
all times when crossing the street with, or without, your child.
Please remember that masks are required for everyone, at all times
on campus, even during dismissal time. Please see the dismissal
map posted on our website for a visual representation.
